Module 1: Introduction and general information

General guidance on layout
Tailored slides should follow the general look of the rest of the presentation slides.  
Text is Verdana (or Arial if Verdana is not available) in 22 point and should not be smaller that this.  If the information doesn’t fit on one page, spread it over other slides rather than reducing the font size.  

Text is black.

All text is aligned left.  

Minimise use of underlines and italics.  Capitals should not be used excessively.  

Slides

You will be required to fill in slides 6 – 12 with statistics from your own institution.  You should be able to get these statistics from your International Office.  Make sure you mix up the order that you put the information in for slides 6 – 9.

You will need information on:

· Breakdown of the percentage of international students from different countries of origin. 

· Percentage of international students studying different subjects. 

· Breakdown of the percentage of international students studying at different levels.
